Construction Math & Blueprints

This exercise helps develop the ability to read drawings from print and also creates a math problem at the same time.  Students must apply basic geometric principles to calculate, draw and build the following object.  If done correctly, it can all be drawn out to scale on one sheet of unlined paper and assembled. I make the students have it completely drawn out prior to cutting and taping.  (All you need is scissors, tape, rulers & blank paper):  You can also add to this lesson plan by having the students calculate the volume of the objects separately, and then the total volume when the cylinder is submerged into the pan.
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
